Nature & Scope

YMCA Camp Elphinstone is seeking individuals to fill the role of
Leadership Development 2 (LD2) Counsellor.

These staff members are responsible for delivering and facilitating
the LD2 program for 16-17 year-old campers. They work
cooperatively with other members of the staff team to develop and
deliver their program, which builds leadership abilities, group
development among participants and instruction skills based on
technical skills learned in LD1.

The LD2 program has an emphasis on group leading skills, exploring
different styles of leadership, interpersonal skills, and camper care.
Opportunities are also provided for campers to develop their own
leadership styles. Previous camp experience is essential for these
staff members, as is a high level of core camp skills, teaching, and
group work.

Responsibilities

e Live in cabins with a co-counsellor and up to 10 campers.
Accompany cabin to all programs throughout the day. Provide
24 hour supervision to these campers.

e Lead multi-day canoe, backpacking, and/or sea kayaking trips
with co-counsellor and 10 campers.

e Seek help from a supervisor when it is appropriate or
necessary.

YMCA Camp Elphinstone is located
near Gibsons on the Sunshine Coast,
a 40-minute ferry ride from
Vancouver. It is situated on 144 acres
of temperate rainforest along the
shores of Howe Sound. Camp
Elphinstone operates as a residential
summer camp during July and August
offering programs like one and two
week camp, Sailing Camp, Leadership
Development, and out-trips to
Desolation Sound and the Sunshine
Coast Trail.

From September to June, Camp
Elphinstone operates as an Outdoor
Education, Recreation and Retreat
Centre for schools, businesses, clubs,
and other special interest groups.
Camp Elphinstone currently serves
over 12,000 participants annually.

YMCA Camp Elphinstone has
accommodation and dining for up to
400 people and has programs and
equipment for swimming, canoeing,
kayaking, sailing, stand up
paddleboarding, low/high ropes, rock
climbing, wilderness and
environmental programs, archery,
crafts and more.
